Funds are budgeted for repairs as we explore new 
voting equipment purchases in the future.

• Reduction of Senior Voting Machine Technicians 
from 35 to 20 hours per week in 2019 budget.  We 
will need to increase hours in 2020 for Presidential 
General Election.
