Call to Order – Martha Armstrong called the meeting to order at approximately 9:15 AM and noted the lack of a quorum. Kris Altucher, Associate Dean of Institutional Research and Organizational Learning, was welcomed to her first meeting as a member of the Planning Advisory Board. The members present introduced themselves.

Old Library Request for Expressions of Interest (RFEI) Review. Ed Marx reminded the Board that they have been asked to review responses to the RFEI and make a recommendation to the County Legislature. He recommended the Board create a committee next month as the majority of their work will need to occur in March and April. Martha Armstrong said she would appoint about five members to the committee and asked staff to poll the members of the Board to determine who is interested in serving on this committee. David Kay expressed interest in learning from the developers what attracts them, and what does not, to redeveloping a site in the City of Ithaca. Ed noted city staff has been consulted on this project. Kris Altucher asked if there would be an opportunity for public input. Dooley reported the Legislature had considered this and had felt this was not the right time for public input. David Kay noted there would be a public involvement process as the proposed redevelopment goes through the City’s review process.

Comprehensive Plan. 
Outline. Joan Jurkowich reviewed the preliminary outline for the updated Comprehensive Plan. Mina Amundsen asked if land use will be addressed in the plan and it was suggested a synthesis map reflecting the recommendations of the comprehensive plan should be incorporated. David Kay noted that land use relates to most chapters, for example, land needed for biomass production in the energy chapter. Fernando de Aragón liked how sustainability will be addressed; it is similar to how he proposes to address it in the Long-Range Transportation Plan. Dooley Kiefer noted the importance of identifying the County role in land use and planning in the plan. Dooley also asked if dredging would be addressed.

Committee formation. Joan Jurkowich noted that the Department would be creating several working committees to help with the update of the plan. The Department hopes that members of the Planning Advisory Board will serve on these committees as well. Staff will survey members of the Planning Advisory Board to determine who would be willing to serve on the proposed committees.

Draft Work Program. Ed Marx reviewed the goals and priorities of the 2014 wrok program for the Planning Department. No changes were made to the Draft which will next be presented to the Planning Committee of the Legislature.

Carol Chock asked if the Planning Advisory Board would consider moving its regular meeting to another day. Staff will survey the members to determine if there is another mutually convenient meeting time.

Commissioner’s Report. Ed Marx reported that he had been contacted by a professor at the University of Guelph who is interested in visiting Tompkins County with a planning class to learn about rural planning issues and how we deal with them. Their visit is tentatively scheduled for March 12 – 14. 

Approval of Minutes from August 28, 2013 and October 23, 2013.  No action was taken on the minutes as a quorum was not present.

Adjournment – The meeting was adjourned at approximately 10:30 AM.
