Performance and Evaluation Committee Update

The Committee has not met, but will be doing so in the early fall when they meet with staff from the Office of Employment and Training to discuss the transition to WIOA.  They will also be meeting to debrief at the conclusion of the Summer Youth Employment Program.

SYEP Monitoring


Tompkins County Youth Services is assisting with the program monitoring.  They have attended the orientations conducted by each provider.  They will be scheduling participant and worksite monitoring in late July or early August.  Ms. Mattick has not heard from OTDA regarding any State monitoring.  She noted that OTDA is suggesting financial management literacy training for all participants this year; this will be a program mandate in 2016.

Summer Youth Employment Program Updates

Office of Employment and Training

Ms. Brown reported they have 87 participants on payroll at this point.  Paperwork is being finalized through OCFS for four youth in facilities and the workshop calendar is being finalized.  She stated the response from worksites has been great and getting the necessary paperwork from the Department of Social Services has been phenomenal this year.  Staff are working long hours and doing a fantastic job.  

Challenge Workforce Solutions


Ms. Gold reported Challenge has 31 individuals enrolled and all but one person has started the program, 15 youth are placed within Challenge businesses and 15 out in the community.  Workshops are held on Fridays and they are going well.  She brought to the group’s attention that while setting up two worksites, those employers wanted to reduce hours of their current staff to make room for subsidized youth.  This may need additional attention in future years.

Ithaca Youth Bureau
Mr. Smith was not in attendance.

WIB Director’s Report


Ms. Mattick reported she has been working with TST BOCES regarding the PTECH Program.  The program will create defined pathways for students based on needs of the community.  The grant application is due this Thursday.
