Summer Youth Employment Program Updates

Office of Employment and Training

Ms. Brown reported the summer program is wrapping up, payroll ends this week.  Overall, staff are excited about how well things went this year.  Evaluations were very positive and OET served 88 participants this summer.


Challenge Workforce Solutions


Ms. Gold reported Challenge has a couple of youth still working, but most are wrapping up this week. Community placements are higher than internal placements this year.  There has been a lot of travel/training support services provided this summer.  She noted two individuals have been hired into unsubsidized employment and one individual will be continuing through their final year of school.  She reported that next year there will be a need to have more full-time staffing; this year staff from a variety of programs helped out.

Business/Industry Event Update

A spring 2016 expo event at Ithaca College is planned for high school juniors and seniors and out-of-school youth.  Five workshops will be held along with a panel discussion.  Students will need to select their workshops prior to attending.  This event will build on the event that was held at Newfield High School previously.  It will allow one-on-one interaction with employers and will host the owner of Short Stop Deli as the keynote speaker.


Information will go out to schools through superintendents, principals and guidance counselors along with a direct mailing to all high school juniors and seniors.   Ms. Gold suggested pre-event info be distributed so schools and agencies can help prep attendees.

SYEP Monitoring


Theresa Albert from County Youth services is finishing up her program monitoring and she and Ms. Mattick will be meeting to go over the results.  It is hoped that a report will be available in mid-October.  Ms. Mattick will setting up fiscal monitoring with contractors for November or the first part of December.
